Flycatcher Walk

1 miles 
/ 1.6 km
Allow 
¾ hour

Loose gravel track with 
some uneven sections. 
One steep slope.

Explore this lovely ash and oak woodland, home to 
the long-eared owl and the pied flycatcher. Follow 
the line of the former railway near the striking 
Goldielea Viaduct.

The Hills lies beside the A711 Dumfries to 
Dalbeattie road. Look out for signs to the car 
park about 3 miles (5km) from Dumfries.
