
Tall Trees Trail

1¼ miles 
/ 1.9 km
Allow 
¾ hour

Firm, mostly wide gravel 
surface with uneven and 
muddy sections. Includes 
some steep slopes and 
steps. One narrow bridge 
and a short section along 
the road.

Explore a magical mossy glen towered over by 
some remarkable firs, cedars and spruces. Pass 
Dùghall Mòr, at 62m once Britain’s tallest tree.

From Inverness, take the A862 west towards 
Beauly. After about 6½ miles (10.5 km), turn left 
onto a minor road signposted to Moniack and 
Clunes. Take a left fork after a long straight stretch 
of road and continue for another ½ mile 
(800 metres) mile to reach the small car park.
