There is a shorter woodland trail marked by a 
fingerpost from the car park. The informal circular 
path is not watmarked, offering more gentle 
gradients than the waymarked ‘Woodland Trail’.

Explore this peaceful Black Isle Wood on a short 
loop around the Big Burn beneath towering 
Douglas firs and Western hemlocks.
