Tain Hill is 2 miles (3.6 km)just off the A9. From 
the Tain bypass you’ll see brown signs to ‘Tain 
Hill forest walk’. Turn off the A9 here and follow 
Quarry Road inland for 1¼ miles (2 km). The car 
park is at the end of the tarred road.
