Gﬂdiversity Enhancement Zone:

Analysis: A transitional zone between the
open moorlands within the SPA/SSSI and
plantation areas to benefit resident species
such as Hen Harriers.

Biodiversity enhancement zone
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Concept: This area will contain a diverse species mix,
including conifers and native tree species (mostly
broadleaves with some Scots Pine) and some open areas.
It will be managed for biodiversity and conservation

objectives.  Creation of ‘habitat corridors’ will enable
wovement of wildlife between suitable habitats. J

Concept: A mosaic of habitats is required to
provide breeding and feeding opportunities for
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Visual amenity zone , ain ,
Hen Harriers and other wildlife. Target creation

of low density woodland edge habitat which will
include a variety of species and structures.
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
