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GLENTRESS MASTERPLAN
Plans are being developed for
new MTB skills areas for all ages
and abilities, new MTB trails, new
multi-user pathway and additional
parking facilities close to Glentress
Peel.

BLACK GROUSE AREA
Several black grouse lek sites
between Glentress forest boundary
and Leithen Water

LANDSCAPE
These forests dominated much of the local
landscape and provide a backdrop to local
communities.
Cademuir borders with Upper Tweeddale
National Scenic Area to the west. The LMP
area is within Tweed Valley and Tweedsmuir
Uplands Local Landscape Areas.

RECREATION AND TOURISM
Tweed Valley Forest Park provides an
important setting for formal recreation
facilities and informal access for walking,
hose riding, cycling and other activities.
Many local businesses are dependent on
the recreation activities in thge Forest Park.

RIVER TWEED SSSI/SAC
All watercourses feed into the River

trout spawning.

TIMBER PRODUCTION
The forests of the Tweed Valley are an
important resource of predominantly
softwood for the timber industry in
South Scotland.

TREE HEALTH
Plant diseases and pests are a threat
to the forests in the Tweed Valley.
Of particular concern are Phytophthora
ramorum that has already infected larch
in Glentress and Traquair Forests, and
ash dieback which is now widespread.

SPECIES CONSERVATION
The forests and open habitats provide valuable
habitat for a variety of protected and other animal
and bird species. Protected raptor species include
goshawk and osprey. Red squirrels are present
throughout the Tweed Valley despite an
abundance of grey squirrels. Pine martin are
becoming more abundant. Badgers are adundant
throughout the valley.

HERITAGE AND ARCHAEOLOGY
Sceduled monuments and other sites
of historical and acrchaeological
interest are found throughout the
Tweed Valley.
