Lowland acid grassland classified as riparian
ground with some tree establishment in place.
Suitable open habitat for grazing if fenced.
Areas of steep ground are present and make
commercial planting less favourable.

Area has winter springs.

Wayleave for overhead powerline. Due to
landform, there are opportunities for planting
native species under sections of the powerline.

Land adjacent to riparian ground.

High point with clear views of Loch Leven,
Lomond hills to the south and good panorama

of surrounding landscape.

Landform and soils are suitable for productive planting.

Land adjacent to Springhall farm
and buildings.

Riparian area with Newhill Burn.
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Existing access point.

Wetland area which holds standing
water during the winter months.

Hillside dominated by gorse.

Riparian corridor.

No current access routes on the eastern side
of Springhall which could facilitate future
harvesting/forest management.

Area has potential for productive broadleaves.

Property is currenty protected by a new
stock fence as the old one was variable
in effectiveness. This was build in 2015.
Network of internal linewire fencing and
dry stone walls present.
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Current access point into Forestry Commission land
which was upgraded lately. Current setup includes
bellmouth and curbstones with room for couple of
cars. Currently there are no access points for the
public other than existing fixed gates.
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
