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Declaration by FLS as an Operator.
All timber arising from the FLS National Forests and
Land represents a negligible risk under EUTR (No 995/210).
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Garadhban is a block with high amount of public use,
as can be seen by the number of both official and

unofficial routes throughout the area, as well as FLS
visitor zone areas. Managing public access will be a

key consideration when conducting forestry operations
within the block with maintaining a good visitor

experience being a key priority for this Land
Management Plan period.

Running through the centre of the block, the
West Highland Way is Scotland's most popular

long-distance walking route with around 35,000
users annually.

The Rob Roy way, a popular route with
Cyclists and Walkers which runs 79

miles from Drymen to Pitlochry, bisects
the forest block.
