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Backcloth to Benderloch
Felling has commenced.  Native woodland will be planted
or regenerated on the slopes above the village.

Plan Objectives - To comply with the Forest and Water Guidelines;
Protection of water supplies, including SSF's hydro and water
quality requirements.
Liaison will be undertaken ahead of forest operations within
sensitive water catchments with relevant stakeholders.  The
Forest and Water Guidelines will be adhered to.  Minimum buffer
widths will conform to the guidance in the UKFS.

Plan Ojective - Protection and enhancement of designated
sites - Glen Creran Woods SSSI/SAC; Loch Creran SAC
Management will be in accordance with SNH's management plan.
Native woodland buffer zones will be established around the
periphery of the designated area to protect it from unwanted
conifer regeneration. The Forest and Water Guidelines will be
adhered to in relation to Loch Creran with particular reference
to dissolved nutrient levels and sedimentation.

Plan Objectives - Landscape and visitor zone enhancement;
Development of habitat networks; Consideration of rural
development opportunities.
Upper edge issues are addressed in the design where possible
and over time.  Woodland character will be maintained around
Sutherland's Grove.
Verified Ancient Woodland sites will be restored and native
woodland networks strengthened in the landscape.  Outwith
these areas but within the former policy woodland around
Barcaldine House, species choice will reflect some of the
character of the former woodland.  Coupe size will be matched
to landform and landscape scale.
Landscape enhancement through greater species diversity and
restructuring will contribute to the attractiveness of the area for
recreation and tourism. This may also make some areas more
attactive for small business development.   Visitor Zones will be
enhanced through selective thinning and modifications to existing
facilities.

Powerline resilience
FCS will work with SSE to improve the resilience of lines
against damage from windblown trees.  Felling proposals
above Culcharron and along Glen Salach are examples.

Access
Spur roads will be required to access
timber for harvesting during the plan period.

Plan Objective - PAWS restoration (Plantation on Ancient
Woodland sites)
PAWS will be restored to native woodland, except for
Sutherland's Grove and a few small areas for logistical reasons or
suspect non-PAWS.

Plan Objective - Species diversification or change in response to
the Climate Change agenda and plant health issues.
Plan outturns are significantly influenced by the area of Ancient
Woodland sites in the forest, contributing to the 36% of the forest
allocated to native woodland.  A further 20% will be planted with
minor confer species for diversity. Sitka spruce will contribute
28% and open space the remainder.

Plan Objective - Timber Production - Commercial conifer areas
Sitka spruce will be the primary commercial species planted in low
sensitivity areas.
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
