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Elevated ridge in the north-west
of the site offers views of the 
Campsie Fells, Southern Highlands 
and Ochil Hills. Mixed native 
woodland with integrated open
ground will help to retain these views.
Open Mosaic Habitats on Previously
Developed Land priority habitat in the
south of this area will remain unplanted.

Proposed development to the north-east of 
the site. Woodland adjacent will be designed 
to enhance the experience for recreational 
users gaining access along this boundary.

New productive conifer woodland
focused on remediated mining ground,
where sensitivities are lowest.
Broadleaf nurses and selection of pioneer
species will aid long-term soil improvement.

Polkemmet Moor
- Natural peatland, undisturbed 
by opencast mining activity.
- Peatland requires restoration
and management due to ongoing 
coniferous regen from adjacent crops.

Removal of mature non-native 
conifers will help to connect peatland
in Polkemmet Moor and Fauldhouse
Moor, creating one hydrological unit.

New native broadleaf riparian 
woodland to follow both Bickerton 
and Cultrig Burns to improve water 
quality, habitat connectivity and 
landscape aesthetics.
