
Parking

Tappie Tower Trail

3¾ miles 
/ 5.9 km
Allow 
2½ hours

Firm and mostly wide 
gravel surface, with 
some uneven and 
slightly rocky sections. 
One long fairly steep 
slope. Parts may be wet 
after rain.

Climb through the forest to the 19th century folly 
at Tappie Tower, which provides panoramic views 
from the North Sea to Bennachie.

Kirkhill is on the north side of the A96, between 
the Dyce roundabout and Blackburn village. Slow 
down when you see the turn-off signposted for 
‘Kirkton of Skene’ - The entrance to Kirkhill forest 
is opposite this.
