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There is only one vehicle access route into the forest
and this is over third-party land with servitude rights

Most larch in the forest is infected 
with P. ramorum.  Felling is underway
to remove trees under SPHNs

The Southern Upland Way has two routes:
1) high route over Croft Head
2) low route along the Wamphray Water
The two options were established to create 
diversions during felling operations

Steep slopes will be 
operationally challenging

Access in to these areas is currently 
limited and will require roading

Recent restocking has lowered the tree line, 
but natural regeneration of Sitka spruce 
is establishing above this

Heather is abundant on the open hilltops
and establishes rapidly on fallow coupes

Forest design needs to consider plans
across the boundary in the woodland 
creation site at Breckonside

Alternative conifer species will
need to be identified to replace
larch in restocking

The hill tops and ridges are significant 
features in the local landscape

Staight edged plantation boundaries 
are still present in some places

Current treeline visible 
above ridge

Remains of Garrogill farmstead
- buildings and enclosures
(regionally important)

Previous PAW site now 
cleared of all conifers

Conifer 'islands' 
on hillside

Private 
residence

Wind throw is beginning to 
show in various places mainly 
on brown edges

Very high fecundity deer population, 
coupled with strong immigration pressure.  
Also increased sightings of Sika deer.

There are historic records of black 
grouse on the open hill ground adjacent
to and within the forest

Only a few locations are lower 
than 300m elevation
