2¾ miles 
/ 4.5 km
Allow 
1½ hours

Uneven gravel surface 
with grassy sections. 
Some narrow, rocky and 
muddy parts. Short fairly 
steep slopes. Includes 
some bridges and a 
long section of wooden 
boardwalk.

This fabulous route passes through one of  Scotland’s 
finest mature Atlantic oakwoods and follows the 
lovely Strontian River with unforgettable views up 
the glen to Sgùrr Dhòmhnuill.

From Strontian, follow the unclassified road 
towards Polloch. After 1 mile (1.6 km), turn right 
at the junction and follow the Forestry and Land 
Scotland signs to the car park.
