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The windblown Sitka Spruce will be 
cleared -  potentially also thinning out 
some of the Beech at the same time

The windblown trees here will be cleared to open up the core path.  
At the same time the remaining standing conifers will also be felled
 to allow the area to be replanted with broadleaves

Felling and restocking here will allow new conifers to 
establish and stabilise before the trees to the 
west are felled in Phase 3 (year 11 to 15)

All remaining Larch will be felled 
during the plan period to tackle 
Larch die-back disease

The remaining standing Spruce trees here are 
used as nest sites for Herons and will be retained

The forest suffered severe damage 
during Storm Arwen in 2021.
Large areas of windblown trees will be cleared
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
