Text Annotations on Map 5 Roads, Access and Haulage
There are a number of text boxes included on this map which contain some additional explanatory text to compliment what is shown on this map. This map illustrates the various access points to and from the forest, the internal forest road network and connected Timber Transport Routes on the public road network. The text gives estimates of the volume of timber expected to be moved from each access point during the life of this plan.

This box refers to coupe 07057, which will be accessed from the A815: 
· 07057 Roadside: NS 1104 9882
· Phase 2 only: 1859m3
· Subject to consultation and planning consent to approve creation of access facilities off A815.
This box refers to the access into the Balliemore area of the forest:
· Balliemore: NS 0985 9956
· Phase 2 only: 16329m3
· Subject to prior consultation, including local community, Argyll & Bute Council and Argyll Timber Transport Group, for use of Severely Restricted Route.
This box referes to the access off the A815 into the Beinn Lagan area on the forest:
· Beinn Lagan: NS 1116 9867
· Phase 1: 48759m3
· Phase 2: 40045m3
This box refers to the access into the forest at Glenbranter village, from the A815:
· Glenbranter Junction: NS 1137 9803
· All timber from Glenbranter and Glenshellish forest areas will join the A815 at this point.
· Phase 1: 77657m3
· Phase 2: 90282m3
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
