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Areas with steep slopes & shallow soils have higher windblow risk

& will be felled earier where possible, removing conifers from

crags & cliff faces. Conifer restock will pull back from the steepest ground &
will avoid unstable slopes

Land seaward of the A828 &
the Sustran track will be managed
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to ensure safety & maintenance
of open views

particular consideration to be given to
early felling & restocking of slopes directly above

Full restoration of the PAWS may be achieved over a longer time period.
Highest priority sites will be restocked with native broadleaves first, with
mixed stands elsewhere, eventually transitioning to native woodland.
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Most coupes are highly visible - felling coupe scale, design & sequencing will
protect landscape & environment & help minimise risk of landslips.

The current timber line will be reduced but the intention is to expand

native woodland further up the hill
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A Open ground at Lagnaha will be managed under
' ] the Duror LMP. Management will be informed
by the Open Habitat Management Plan
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Productive broadleaves & Scots pine will be grown on better soils, on the

more sheltered lower slopes, where possible (eg areas outlined in yellow hatch).
Species choice will be determined by site conditions & ground stability.
Restocked coupes on stable ground will be managed under CCF

Larch, present throughout the
forest, will be removed at the
earliest opportunity.

Plans will be developed to
eliminate / control Rhododendron
& other INNs as part of control in
the wider area

Expansion of native woodland &
montane scrub will be encouraged
where possible & appropriate, above
current timber line

Reduction in deer and livestock browsing
pressure - essential for establishment of
young planted and regenerating trees

Watercourses will be protected during felling operations

& broadleaved components strengthened during restocking

using natural regeneration & supplementary planting, to create open
broadleaved canopy in the riparian zone

Sparsity of available broadleaved seed sources on higher slopes -
planting local provenance, site native species will be required for
restocking broadleaves
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
