Forest/ moorland interface.

Significant RBNB infection 
and windblow. Requires large 
scale removal.

Keep open mosaic habitat 
clear of harvesting residues 
and natural regeneration.

Long-term retention of Scots pine.

Remove non native species to allow 
conversion of riparian area to natural 
reserve (minimum intervention).

Birch and aspen 
production primarily 
for fuelwood.

Phased removal of conifer from the 
Ballintomb Burn (SAC) natural reserve 
is almost complete. Small areas of 
remedial felling still to be carried out.
Scots pine and localised Norway 
spruce to be retained.

Area of group selection.
Primarily for the enhancement 
of capercaillie habitat.Manage 
light levels for optimum blaeberry 
cover.

Group shelterwood approach. 
Thinning to favour existing 
broadleaves and provide a 
suitable environment for 
natural regeneration.

Low impact silvicultural approaches.
Coppie with standards

Clear natural regeneration
from around archaeological
remnants and water pipelines 
when felling or thinning 
adjacent coupes.

Retain 'Granny type' pine along with 
other architecturally distinctive specimens. 

Removal of roadside trees to prevent 
continual impediment by windblow.
Create meandering swathes to 
enhance the intimate landscape.

Remove windblow from Lek 
area and surrounding rides.
